Schools can ensure that all students with asthma have a written Asthma Action Plan that 
outlines their asthma management, including details of medication, emergency contact 
details, asthma triggers and what to do in an asthma emergency. 
 
Knowing the probability of an asthma attack is higher during this time of year, it is vital that 
parents ensure their children take their prescribed preventer medication and carry their 
blue reliever medication at all times.
