Autumn leaves are falling and so are Victoria's UV levels 
  Now is the time to think about your sun exposure and vitamin D levels over winter.  

 

When UV levels are 3 and above, sun protection is required because that is when the sun can damage 

skin and eyes and lead to skin cancer. However in Victoria average UV levels from May to August are low 

(1 or 2) so sun protection isn't needed unless you are in alpine areas or near highly reflective surfaces 

such as snow or water.  

 

UV Index levels do vary throughout the state. To check the UV levels in your area go to the SunSmart UV 

Alert in the weather section of your daily newspaper or go to the SunSmart UV Alert online. When UV 

levels are low, a 'No SunSmart UV Alert' is issued and sun protection is not required.  

To get enough vitamin D during the winter months, it is recommended that faces, arms and hands (or 

equivalent area of skin) are exposed to the sun for two to three hours over the week. Adults and children 

with naturally very dark skin may need three to six times these exposure times. So over the winter 

months, for healthy bone development in children, put sun hats and sunscreen away.
